• Ilex Way, just north of Sand Bar Drive will be closed to vehicle traffic for the duration of the Holiday Market. 

• Ilex Way, just south of Persimmon Boulevard will also be closed to thru traffic. 

• Signage will be located at the entrances and exits of Sky Cove South to guide residents and visitors during the 
closing.  

Terraces Residents 

• When exiting the development, residents will be required to make left turns only. South to Waters Edge Drive to 
exit out to Seminole Pratt Whitney Road. 

• Ilex Way Closure (South): Ilex Way, just south of Persimmon Boulevard, will also be closed to thru traffic. Use
